Nominations should demonstrate contribution in at least two of the following areas: 
· Development and methodology
· Application
· Exposition of medical statistics.

· There is no requirement for contributions to be published in RSS journals.

Notes on Joint Authorship 
· The award is made to an individual 
· Where the nominee’s work is jointly authored, the nomination must clearly establish the nominee’s distinct and substantial contribution 
· Examples of supporting evidence may include:  
· A statement outlining the nominee’s role in the research 
· Complementary work or publications that demonstrate their capability and independence.
