Eligibility and Criteria

The David Cox Research Prize recognises outstanding promise at the beginning of their research career in statistics. The prize is awarded to an individual who has made a notable contribution to the field of statistics through their published work.

Eligibility criteria for nomination for the David Cox Research Prize:
· Fellow of the Society for at least one year on 1 January in the year the prize is to be awarded
· within 12  years of the award of the first degree on 1 January of the year the prize is to be awarded. If the first degree is at master's level, the limit is 10 years.

Allowances may be made for documented career breaks (e.g., parental leave, caring responsibilities, illness, or other significant interruptions).

Nominations should demonstrate that the nominee’s work is:
· High-quality, innovative and makes an important contribution to the field of statistics appropriate for the nominee’s early career stage.

The nomination should also:
· State the date the relevant degree was completed to demonstrate compliance with the criteria
· Document relevant career breaks, if appropriate.

Notes on Joint Authorship
· The award is made to an individual 
· Where significant parts of the cited work are jointly authored, the nomination must clearly establish the nominee’s distinct and substantial contribution 
· Examples of supporting evidence may include:  
· A statement outlining the nominee’s role in the research 
· Complementary work or publications that demonstrate their capability and independence.
